3.1 PREPARATION

a WARNING! Ensure that the vehicle, or battery, is in a well ventilated area before starting to test.

3.1.1 Check battery casing for cracks or leakage. If damage is found DO NOT test, replace battery.

3.1.2 Clean battery terminals.

3.1.3 If possible, check electrolyte levels and top-up with distilled water as necessary.

3.1.4 Unless otherwise specified tests are carried out with all electrical items switched off. Leaving any items on (boot light, interior light, etc.) can result in
misdiagnosis.

3.1.5  Confirm that a 1 x 9V battery is correctly fitted in the compartment in the rear of the tester.
Note that nothing will be seen on the display until the tester is connected to a vehicle battery.

3.1.6 Connect the red clamp to the positive (+) battery terminal and the black clamp to the negative (-) terminal. When the internal battery becomes discharged
the display will read INTERNAL BATTERY LOW.
