Keep the lift clean for best and safest performance.

Locate the lift in a suitable work area. Keep area clean and tidy and free from unrelated materials, and ensure that there is adequate lighting.
WARNING! Use lift on level and solid ground, preferably concrete. Avoid tarmacadam since the lift may sink into the surface.
Maintain correct balance and footing. Ensure that the floor is not slippery and wear non-slip shoes.

Keep children and non-essential persons away from the work area.

Before lifting check that there are no overhead obstructions.

When raised, insert the safety bar to keep the platform from lowering.

3. CONTENT & ASSEMBLY

3.1 Content

3.1.1  The Vehicle Lift comprises:
Main lift assembly. Leading plate. Manual hydraulic pump assembly. Side extensions. Ramp extensions. Connecting bar. Motorcycle
Wheel Clamp. Bolts, nuts and washers.

3.2 Assembly (Refer to Fig 3.)

3.2.1 Attach the sliding plate (8) to the platform using bolts, washers and nuts.

3.2.2 Connect the oil hose coupler (30) to the port on the hydraulic pump.

3.2.3 Attach the leading plate (9) to the end of the platform.

3.2.4 If necessary, when lifting vehicles, attach the two side extensions (51A) and (51) to the platform using the panel pipes (52) the
pins (49), washers (50) and nuts (54).

3.2.5 Attach the ramp extensions (53) and (53A) to the side extensions.

3.3 Motorcycle Wheel Clamp

3.3.1 Remove the clamp from the box and take the handle section (Fig.2A) and bolt to the top of the lift, through the pre-drilled holes, using
large bolts, nuts and washers.

3.3.2 Next take the moving jaw (Fig.2B) and bolt it to the handle section with the small bolts supplied.

3.3.3 Finally take the fixed jaw (Fig.2C) and bolt it to the top of the lift, through the remaining holes, using large bolts, nuts and washers.
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4. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

41 Prior To Use
NOTE! MT680 has a vent valve Fig.3A, this is closed for transit only; before use the valve must be lifted or the pump will not
function properly.
4.1.1 Let the hydraulic pump stand for one hour, to allow the oil to settle, before purging the system.
NOTE: Failure to allow sufficient time for the oil to settle could result in air remaining in the oil. Should the pump fail to purge completely
at the first attempt, a second purge will be required.
4.1.2 Purge the hydraulic system by depressing the release foot pedal (34) and pumping the lift foot pedal (32) fifteen to twenty times.
4.1.3 Test the lift unladen by moving the safety handle (47) to the right and raising the lift to full height.
4.1.4 Move the safety handle to the left (in the depression) and lower the lift by depressing the release foot pedal (34) slowly, to control the
rate of descent.
4.2 Operation (Refer to the Parts Diagram)
a WARNING! Ensure that you read, understand and apply the Section 1 Safety Instructions.
a WARNING! DO NOT overload the Vehicle lift. The maximum load is 680kg.
4.2.1 Position the lift in a suitable location, preferably on a concrete surface.
4.2.2 Turn the locking plate base (27) down to ensure that lift is level and stable on the surface.
4.2.3 Wheel the vehicle up the leading plate and on to the lift platform.
a WARNING! The vehicle must be fully supported by the lift platform prior to lifting. DO NOT put the rear wheel of the vehicle
on the leading plate (9) and DO NOT use the leading plate to support the weight of the vehicle when lifting. The leading plate (9)
is only used to assist the operator in wheeling the vehicle on the platform when the lift is at its lowest position.
4.2.4 Secure the vehicle securely to the lift platform. When working on a motorcycle, wheel the bike in to the wheel clamp at the front of the

lift, tighten the clamp to hold the bike in place.

NOTE: Before raising the lift, move the safety handle (47) to the right hand side.

4.2.5 When the platform has been raised to the working height, stop pumping the lift foot pedal.
NOTE: Ensure the safety handle is to the right and the lock plate assembly (10) is locked in a corresponding pair of safety latches
(26) to prevent accidental lowering.

4.2.6 When work is completed, remove all tools from underneath the lift before lowering.

4.2.7 Move the safety handle to the left hand side (in the depression) and lower the lift by slowly depressing the release foot pedal (39) to
gently lower the vehicle.
NOTE: Lower the vehicle slowly, in a controlled fashion. Never allow the vehicle to lower rapidly.

4.2.8 When the lift is fully lowered, unsecure the vehicle and remove it from the lift.

5. MAINTENANCE

IMPORTANT: Only fully qualified personnel should attempt maintenance or repair on the vehicle lift.
X DO NOT use the lift if it is believed to have been subjected to abnormal shock or load. Inspect the lift and take appropriate action.

5.1 When the lift is not in use, it must be stored in the lowest position in a dry location to minimise ram and piston corrosion.

5.2 Keep the lift clean and wipe off any oil or grease with a clean rag. Lubricate all moving parts.

5.3 Periodically check the ram and piston for signs of corrosion. Clean exposed areas with a clean oil cloth.

5.4 On each occasion before use, check all parts of the lift. If any part is damaged or suspect, remove the lift from service and take the
necessary action to repair the faulty part or parts.

5.5 Purge the hydraulic system to eliminate any air from the system if lift efficiency drops in the course of carrying out the procedures
outlined at Section 4.

5.6 Check the hydraulic oil level. If it is inadequate, remove the rubber plug on the pump and add hydraulic oil as required.

a WARNING! Only a good quality hydraulic oil, such as SEALEY HYDRAULIC JACK OIL, must be used. DO NOT use brake fluid.

IMPORTANT: NO RESPONSIBILITY IS ACCEPTED FOR THE INCORRECT USE OF THE LIFT.

Hydraulic products are only repaired by local service agents. We have service/repair agents in all parts of the UK.
