3. OPERATION
3.1 General
3.1.1 Turn on gauge by pressing �On-Off� switch. Wait at least one second before use.
3.1.2 Use the �mm/Inch� button to toggle between inches and mm at any time.
3.1.3 Press the �Zero� button at any time to zero the reading.

4. BATTERY FITTING
4.1 Fitting a new battery.
A flashing display indicates that the battery is exhausted - replace as follows:
4.1.1. Remove battery cover by sliding backward and lifting the lower edge.
4.1.2. Remove exhausted battery and fit replacement with +ve side uppermost.
4.1.3. Dispose of old battery in a safe and approved manner. Do not burn.
If the display fails to alter when the slide is moved, remove the battery, wait 
at least 30 seconds and then refit the battery.
